Chapter Essential element  

2 Sam 1 An Amalekite relates to David (D) the death of Saul (depict event)  

 The Amalekite provides evidence, D weeps  

 D pronounces judgment on the Amalekite  

 D’s lamentation over Saul and Jonathan  

2 D goes to Hebron and is anointed king of Judah  

 Abner makes Saul’s son, Ishbaal (Ishbosheth), king over all Israel  

 The Battle of Gibeon   

 (depict main figures, events and outcomes of the battle – e.g. pursuit)  

3 The sons of David born in Hebron and their mothers  

 Ishbaal’s accusation causes Abner to transfer allegiance  

 D demands Michal   

 Joab tells D he suspects Abner.    

 Joab and Abishai exact revenge for the earlier death.  

 D curses Joab; (his lamentation seems to have political motives)  

4 Ishbaal is killed by two of his captains, for personal or political goal?  

 David punishes them.  

5 Elders of Israel anoint D king  

 D takes Jerusalem (It is known as various names) by secret tunnel.    

 King Hiram of Tyre honors D  

 D defeats the Philistines twice  

6 The ark is brought up to Jerusalem.  Uzzah dies  

 Michal despises D, D defends his actions. Michal is punished.  

7 D tells Nathan (N) his intentions regarding the ark  

 God speaks to N in a dream about a covenant with David and his son  

 (This is the Dynastic Promise)
